Displaying Metric Units

The G2X and DataLink factory default configuration will display data in English units.  If you would like the data to be displayed in metric units, you must perform the following procedures.

There are three steps required to display the data in metric units.

1) Change the G2X dash to display speed in KPH.
2) Change the default configuration file in the DataLink software.
3) Change the graph distance scaling in the DataLink software to meters.

Changing the G2X dash to display speed in KPH

1. Enter in to Setup Mode 1 by pressing and holding the left button to send a medium key press (two flashes and release the button).
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The following message will be displayed.

3. To confirm you wish to enter Setup Mode 1, press and release the left button to send a short key press. 
4. Continue to enter shorts presses on the left button until UNITS E? appears on the left side of the display as shown below.
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5. Enter a short press on the right button to change the selection on the right side of the display from n to Y.
6. Enter two additional short presses on left button to exit Setup Mode 1 and save the settings.
Changing the default configuration file in the DataLink software

1) Start the DataLink software on your PC.
2) Click on File from the menu bar and select Open Car Configuration.
3) When the Select Configuration dialog box appears select G2X on the left side and G2X_Config_Metric on the right side as shown below.  Click on the OK button.
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4) Click on File from the menu bar and select Default Configuration.

Changing the graph distance scaling in the DataLink software to meters

1) Click on View from the DataLink menu bar and select Main Chart Metric Units.
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
