INSTALLATION:

1. Disconnect the negative cable from the vehicle battery.

2. Remove the factory strut bar followed by the engine cover.

3. Disconnect the crankcase vent (CCV) fitting and sound hose by compressing the spring clamp connected to the factory intake
tube.

4. Now remove the sound hose and rubber strap from the factory airbox.
5. Loosen the (x2) hose clamps securing the intake tube to the throttle body and factory air box. Remove intake tube.
6. Disconnect the Mass Air Flow (MAF) sensor wiring harness and unclip harness from factory airbox.

7. Remove the factory bolt securing the airbox in place and save for later use.

8. Remove the OE air box by pulling straight up. Ensure that the (2) rubber grommets stay on the chassis.

Remove the MAF sensor from the factory intake housing.
. Using (x2) supplied M4 screws, secure the MAF sensor into the Intech Intake Tube and tighten (Figure 2).

. Remove the metal sleeve and rubber grommet from the factory airbox and transfer to the INTECH housing in the same
manner it was removed.

. Install the INTECH housing by first lowering with a sweeping motion and lining up the front opening with the factory air duct.
. Next, align both lower studs on the INTECH housing with the rubber grommets and press firmly to seat.

. With the housing is properly aligned, snug it in place with the previously removed factory bolt but do not completely tighten
down at this time (Figure 3).

16. Install the supplied silicone coupling and (x1) clamp to the throttle body. Tighten the clamp (Figure 4).

17. Next, firmly install the INTECH tube into the dry-media filter until you feelitbot t om out (FAgur@é5)ficl i ck o

18. Position the air filter over the opening in the airbox and once aligned, firmly press into housing until fully seated. (Soap and
water or equivalent may help with inserting the filter into the housing) (Figure 5).

19. Rotate the tube to align with the throttle body and fully seat into the silicone coupling (Figure 5).
20. Install the remaining clamp on the silicone coupling and tighten.

21. Now, fully tighten the airbox bolt down at this time (Figure 5).

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22. Reconnect the CCYV fitting and MAF sensor. Secure MAF sensor by pushing the red clip back in (Figure 7).
23. Before connecting the sound tube to the intake tube, remove the rubber strap from shock tower location and sound tube.
24. Now connect the sound tube to the INTECH tube and secure with the metal clip.

25. Relocate the rubber strap onto the built-in tab on the INTECH housing as shown in (Figure 6).

NOTE: Align the sound tube and fitting as close to the built-in tab for best fitment.

26. Reinstall engine cover (Figure 8).
27. Reinstall the factory strut bar (Figure 8).

28. Connect the battery and re-check your work.

NOTE: Power gains may not be immediate. Accumulation of 200-500 miles and multiple key cycles may be needed for the
vehicle to register optimum gains.

NOTE: After 150 miles, re-check and tighten all nuts, bolts, clamps, and fittings.
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
